PONY CLUB

This is a Branch (or Clubs without Branches) Team event consisting of six riders,
two in each height, with a minimum of four riders in each team.

The rules for the forming of a team are as follows:
e A full team consists of six combinations, only two combinations at each
height.
¢ A minimum team consists of four combinations, two at one height and
one at each of the other two heights
e A minimum team of four or five maybe be given a rider/s from another
branch for the heights they require by NZPCA and become a composite
team
e When a branch cannot field a minimum team (i.e., they have less than
four riders) they have two options:
o Enter their riders and answer the question about draft riders as yes
o Form a composite team with another branch/es who also have less
than four riders with the permission NZPCA
e Riders may ride two horses

General Conditions:

e |If entering other classes at Equifest, on the Saturday you, must ride the
team class first.

e |If entering other classes at Equifest, you must pay appropriate ESNZ fees
when entering any other classes.

e Riders will ride in Club Pony Club Uniform.

e NZPCA General Regulations apply.

e Each Club will need a named manager who will be the point of contact
for the Teams event and responsible for checking rally requirements and
gear safety checks.

e Riders and Horses do not need to be ESNZ registered for the NZPCA
Teams Event classes, but must be current on the NZPCA database.

Scoring:

e Ateam score is calculated by adding the points of the best result in each
of the three heights and then the next best one.

e Each combination will gain points for their placing in each class, points
will be given for places using a formula. If a rider is 15*" our of 15 they wiill
still contribute points to their team is they are a contributing rider to the
team score.

e Eliminated riders get no points.

Changes to teams need to be notified to the Event Secretary by 6pm the
previous evening of the competition or sooner if possible. A Manager’'s Meeting
will be held at 7.30am at the gate to the Grass Arena.
