Pleasure Section Conditions 
 
1. Entries close on the 15th February. 
2. Riders and Mounts must have never competed outside the Pleasure Section at an A&P Shows 
3. Riders and Mounts must not be fully registered with ESNZ, but can be doing unregistered Dressage and 

Show Hunter only.  Refer to clause 6 
4. Riders in Pony classes must be under 17yrs (Proof of riders age may be requested).  Age is taken as at 

18th March 2012. 
5. Adults may ride ponies in Horse Classes 
6. Current height certificate maybe requested 
7. Rider must be a current member of a national or local club eg: Adult Rider or Pony Club.  If this club does 

not carry public liability insurance, then riders must also take out a ESNZ Day registration, which is on the 
HOY Entry Form.  Proof of membership must be attached to the entry form. 

8. Snaffle bit only, no poll action. 
9. No whips, spurs of flashes 
10. Back numbers to be worn, you must supply your own. 
11. All riders must wear hard hat 
12. For both Title classes (class 550 & 559) the combination must have won a Champion or two Reserves 

during the current season and have completed a Certificate of Capability – these can be downloaded from 
the Horse of the Year website..
