All competitors entering title classes for the catmon must have been a New Zealand resident six
months preceding the first day of 2010 HOY compmtit However, if a competitor has extenuating
circumstances regarding residency, the Show Comeitwill consider each competitor's
circumstances on a case-by-case basis.

The Show Committee will endeavour to run to thetgtmes as listed in the programme but reserve
the right to amend times because of circumstanegsna their control. Rings may be split to allow
more than one class to run at a time. A competiiost be prepared to enter the ring at the stateel ti
for the section they are competing in.

All matters relating to protests or disciplinarytian will be referred to Equestrian Sports New
Zealand (ESNZ). The general conditions of the H&@$erhe Year (HOY) also cover the showing
section. Protests must be lodged, at the officehefShowing Secretary, within 15 minutes of the
completion of the class together with a depos#5.

The Senior Steward in charge may, at his/her distretransfer an entry to its appropriate class
where it is found to be incorrectly entered. Theowing Secretary’s office is to be advised
accordingly.

ESNZ membership cards must be carried at all ti@esapetitors not carrying their membership card
will forfeit any prize won if they leave the ring get their cardLeading Rein, First Ridden and
Led In Hand classes are exempt.

Height certificates must be carried at all timesl dre presented upon request by an official.
Competitors not carrying their height certificatél vorfeit any prize won if they leave the ring et
their certificate.

For age group classes (led In Hand pony & showd)pisompetitors must attach a photocopy of
registration, veterinary certificate or other metmserify the age of horse/pony to the entry form.

A rider may only compete in the section that helsheminated to compete in at the beginning of the
season, i.e. first show he/she competed in afteDdober 2009. Once the horse/pony has achieved 6



wins in conformation classes, it will not be eligildo return to “Novice” status should it change
sections at the beginning of a new show season.
