	1. All Exhibitors, by entering the Show, agree to comply with the terms of the Health & Safety Act 1992, and its subsequent amendments.

2. The Auckland A&P Association and Auckland A&P & Industrial Shows Board hereby states that it will accept no responsibility in any claim from any person resulting from non-compliance with the Act.

3. In an Emergency dial 111 to activate immediate assistance.

4. First Aid: First aid stations are located in Alexandra Park, The Royal Easter Show Office and Pavilion 1 Office.  Please familiarise yourself with the Showgrounds site map.

5. Livestock exhibitors and competitors must follow the instructions of Stewards and Officials.

6. Livestock exhibitors must abide by the Rules & Regulations as printed in The Royal Easter Show Schedule.

7. Exhibitors and competitors are responsible for ensuring animals are kept in control at all times.  This includes ensuring walkways are clear of public prior to moving stock in the Pavilion.

8. The Auckland A&P Association and Auckland A&P & Industrial Shows Board reserves the right to order immediate removal from the Showground of any animal or exhibit it considers dangerous, unruly or unmanageable.
9. Livestock exhibitors must ensure that they keep walkways clear and no dangerous equipment or chemicals are accessible to the public.
10. There is to be NO SMOKING in the stables or any building.  Any person found smoking in these areas will be fined $500.
11. Protective Headgear: Wearing a hard hat is compulsory for anyone competing on, working in or schooling or riding any reason, a horse within the Showgrounds.
12. Accidents and other Health & Safety issues must be reported to your Chief Steward or The Royal Easter Show Office.  A detailed Health & Safety Plan and telephone lists for key personnel are available in each Section Area.
13. Loose Livestock: Should an animal escape; firstly shut gates, ensure your own and public safety, advise Section office so that PA announcement and emergency call outs can be made.
14. Exhibitors must only park in the areas allocated to them.  Any vehicles parked in unauthorized areas will be towed.
