
Canterbury Junior Amateur Rider Series Conditions 
 

1. Name:  
This Canterbury Series will be named “The Junior Amateur Rider Series”. 

 
2. Qualification 

 

2.1 Horses: 
 

Competitors must ride horses that are registered with ESNZ in their name as owner or 

part owner or registered lease. 
 

2.2. Competitors 
 

Competitors will be eligible to take part in this series from the beginning of the season when 

they reach the age of 17 until the end of the season during which the reach the age of 21, the 

season being from 1 August until 31 July. All competitors must be full ESNZ members. 
 

2.2.1 Competitors may not have won prize money as a combination in any jumping class over 

1.25m or competed in any other Series or Horse Age Group classes or 3* eventing 

competition, during the current or preceding season at any ESNZ show, with the exception of 

Junior Rider.  The combination may have competed in Junior Rider last season but must not 

now be eligible to compete in Junior Rider this current season. 

 

2.2.2  If you are eligible and you ride as a combination in another class throughout the current 

season that removes your eligibility, you simply do not enter this class again and points will be 

scratched. 
 

3. Participation: 
 

The competitor may ride more than one horse in the Junior Amateur Series but must 

nominate the point scoring horse and ride it first. 
 

4. Competition: 

 

4.1 All competitions will be organised under Article 238.2.2 (Table AM5).  
4.2 Competitions shall be run in draw order and a subsequent jump-off (General Conditions 6.1 

and 6.2)  
4.3 Obstacles: (indoor speed may be reduced to 325mpm) 

Max obstacles = 12 @ 1.10m – 1.20m, speed 350mpm. 
 
 
 

5. Points: 

5.1 Points will be at Grand Prix level (points allocation 1
st

, 2
nd

, 3
rd

, 4
th

, 5
th

, 6
th

 / 20, 17, 14, 11, 8, 

4)  
5.2 There is no final. All three Canterbury Show results will be accumulated as 5.1 above for 

series places.

Series Winner will receive a Sash and a Rug at the completion of the class at Canterbury 

Champs 2020.
